GENEML DESCRIPTION:

OXALIC ACID is a concentrated granular organic acid commonly used in laundries as a sour
and rust remover. Useful for neutralizing and removing industrial fallout on equipment and
vehicles, O)(ALIC ACID is used as a bleaching agent for plywood and other light woods. An
OXALIC ACID solution removes rust stains and dissolves ferric iron oxide films from lines,
pipes, and equipment.

USE DIREGTIONS:

For use as a laundry sour and rust remover, use 2 ounces per 100 pounds of dry weight cloth.

For use in industrial fallout removal and iron stain removal from equipment, prepare solution of
4to I ounces of OXALIC ACID per gallon of warm water, Apply with sponge or mop, Rinse
thoroughly.

For removing rust stains and iron oxide films from lines, prepare a I to 2% solution of OXALIC
ACID (1 1t2 to 3 ounces/ gallon of water), Circulate through lines tor 2-B hours. Flush
thoroughly with fresh water.

CAUTION: Contains Oxalates. May be fatal or harmful if swallowed. Wash thoroughty after
handling. May cause eye or skin irritation or bums. For contact with skin or eyes, flush
thoroughly with plenty of water for at least 15 minutes. For eyes, get prompt medical attention.
Do not ingest. Consult the Material Safety Data Sheet for additional precautions.
